I am very happy and slowly settling here. I thank you for all 
your welcome gestures and concern with providing some 
needed things for me, as well as for your invitations to your 
home. I also appreciate your participation and cooperation in 
the parish.  
 
This week we had the Vacation Bible School classes for the 
children of the parish.  I wish that the grandparents and 
parents would take a little more interest in teaching the kids 
the basic knowledge of the Bible and the needed formal 
prayers and Mass response prayers. You can ask them to 
memorize - this is the best training for developing their 
minds. It is also the best way or very right way to bring up 
Catholic children to enable them to truly celebrate Mass and 
make them to pay attention to the liturgy.  Hugging or playing 
are not appropriate during the Mass time. I like in this Parish 
that the children come with the offerings separate during the 
offertory collection.  
 
During the main consecration time, I elevate „The Bread and 
The Wine‟ a little longer and little bit around so that you have 
time to surrender to Him and praise and thank Him for his 
sacrifice for you and me. To have more personal contact 
with Him, I like to give a little extra time. I hope all will come 
to appreciate this, as many of you already do. 
 
This week‟s Sunday readings talk about Vanities, Greed and 
Possessions.   Mother Theresa says: “In this world there is 
enough and more for our Need, but not for our Greed.” 
Again, about the rich people, she says „Rich people are not 
those who possess more, but those who are not having 
more needs in life”.  In this sense, the rich people find it hard 
to enter the Kingdom of God.  So, Christ is for all who 
denounce the needs of this life and possess more of the 
matters of God.
